MINUTES

STONEYBROOK VILLAGE OA BOARD MEETING, June 21, 2010
The meeting of the Board of Directors of Stoneybrook Village Owners Association was convened in the clubhouse at 9:20 a.m. by President Hayes. Directors who were present included Jonathan Hayes and Chuck Van de Wetering in person and Tony Olsen on the phone. Seven owners were present. Dave Stubbs, Willamette Community Management, also attended. 
Building Restoration recommendations. Board approved the DEVCO restoration proposal of $321,420. Board approved a phase 2 assessment of $650 per voting unit due August 1 (late on August 31). The Board clearly stated that there is a remaining $600 of potential assessment in phase 3, if needed.
Minutes. The Board approved the minutes for the Board meeting of May 10, 2010, and the special Board meeting of June 1, 2010.
Financial Reports. The Board reviewed the May financial statements and the analysis provided by WCM. As of May 31, Association assets were $421,150.33 in cash or equivalents, which includes $6,191.72 in prepaid assessments. $108,293.23 was allocated to Reserves, and $205,942.85 is in the building restoration fund. May income was $19,520.14 and expenses were $15,312.63. The Board accepted the treasurer’s report.
Owner’s Forum. An owner asked about the status of sidewalk repair. The current bid is $11,200 plus an estimated $1,500 for Tract H repair. Board approved WCM proceeding with repair not to exceed $15,000. WCM will research other options. WCM will contact affected homeowners with option to participate in Association consolidated contract or have repairs accomplished on their own.
A question was raised about Lodge representation. Jonathan will follow up on obtaining an appointment to replace Bobbi Reid.

Committee Reports.


ARC. Mike Propst reported that the lodge lights are still in place. ARC members are disillusioned with Board changes to building restoration recommendations and don’t believe proper procedures were followed in reversing the cupola decision.

Communications. A Lodge representative attended the last Activity Group meeting and offered many ideas for joint lodge-single-family events. Communications Committee is reformatting the emergency card to add unique care provider information.

Garden. No report. 


Landscape. Adrienne reported that communications are going well with TruGreen. Board approved WCM and Landscape committee determining 45th & 49th St winter-kill replacement not to exceed $2,000. Landscape committee requested review of Orchid Circle landscaping for a more appropriate appearance. WCM will ask TruGreen for suggestions.

Pool/Clubhouse. Karen Stephenson reported on DEVCO proposal and funding plan at the beginning of the meeting.
CC&R review. Board approved seeking volunteers to participate on a committee for review of CC&Rs. Emphasis will be revising provisions which are conflicting and in removing provisions regarding a Declarant.
Lodge lighting. Jonathan will talk again with lodge managers about a definite completion date for removing the lighting around the cupola and the portico.

Future Board meeting dates:
The next regular Board meeting will be Monday, July 19, at 9:00 a.m. at the clubhouse. A board work session is scheduled at 9:00 a.m. on Monday, July 12, to be held at the clubhouse. The work session will be preceded by a community walk-around at 7:45 p.m. Future Board meetings will be August 16 and September 20.
