STONEYBROOK VILLAGE OA BOARD MEETING

APRIL 4th, 2011

President Barbara Bowns convened the Board Meeting of the Stoneybrook Village Owners Association in the clubhouse at 9:01 a.m.  Directors who were present included Barbara Bowns, Tony Olsen, and Chuck Van De Wetering.  Kurt Powell and Dave Stubbs, Willamette Community Management, also attended.   Seven owners also attended.
Minutes:  The board APPROVED the board minutes from the March 21st, 2011 board meeting.  

Owner Input:  One homeowner noted that the ‘clumps’ from the front of his yard were not broken out.  WCM will follow up with TruGreen on the issue.  

Old Business:    

	Declarant Rights Document from Lawyer:  Vial Fotheringham re-wrote the letter to Matrix Development concerning the relinquishment of declarant rights.  The board APPROVED a motion to have WCM take the changed letter to Matrix for the approval signature.  
Final Budget Review:  The 2011 Budget Summary was sent to the homeowners with the last mailing.  The reserve allocations have changed to reflect the new assessments.  The new reserve allocations keep the Association in a positive cash flow within the reserves for 30 years.  The board APPROVED the 2011 budget.
Pool House Repair:  The Dectron’s Pressure Switch failed and was replaced.  The board APPROVED to have WetKat repair the sand filters in the pool and spa for a cost of up to $1000.  Schaefer’s appealed the payment of the Sand Filter Repair on the Pool.  The board APPROVED a motion to find a new pool company to help diagnose the problems with the pool system.  

	Pond Aquatic Weed Removal:  The board APPROVED to have Don Strickland remove the aquatic weeds in the pond for up to $1000.  

Association Documents:  The board asks that any owner/previous board member that has materials pertinent to the association bring them to the next board meeting to have them be stored in the back room of the clubhouse.
New Business:   No new business.
