STONEYBROOK VILLAGE OWNERS ASSOCIATION

Board of Directors Meeting, Tuesday, March 18, 2008

Attendance:  Board Members – Darrel Bibler, Randall Corwin, Karen Stephenson, and Virginia Walter; TMG – Lynda DuLong; Yarle Stenersen and Alphonso from TruGreen; and owners, Jim Lehmann, Jim & Lois Palermo, RobinJeanne Parks, Milosh & Jeanne Popovich, Jeanette Truog, Ray Walter and Gloria Wegelt.

The regular board meeting was called to order at 9:00 AM by president, Karen Stephenson.  The minutes of February 19, 2008 were approved as submitted.

Owner Input: Jeanette Truog spoke regarding yard care and the need to replace plants as well as concerns about the gang timers for watering.  Gloria Wegelt requested we know the day of the week our lawn will be mowed.

Insurance – The Board wishes to determine the replacement cost of our facilities.  Virginia will contact a local State Farm agent; our current agent is based in Portland.

Financials – SVOA has a net equity of $26K plus reserves of $94K.  The financials for February were reviewed and minor posting errors were corrected by TMG.  The Association’s equity of $26K is net of $3,762 in unbudgeted  studies, repairs and other costs the Board deemed required to either: 1) further a possible lawsuit involving construction and prior maintenance of the Association’s pool, or to 2) maintain the pool at its current operating level.  

Finance Committee:

1. Jim Lehmann followed his report by stressing the need to have proper controls in place for all expenditures.

2. A motion by Darrel Bibler was adopted to renew our maturing C.D. for three months at 3%.  

3. An extension has been filed for our income tax with an amount of $361 due.  

4. The 2007 Audit is pending.

5. A discussion of how to best handle Board Member reimbursements was held.
Architectural Review Committee (ARC):
1. Many forms are being received for shrubs and patio requests.

2. Seven forms were processed this month and one is pending further information.

3. Bid for the garden enclosure area will be ready for Board action next week.

Communications Committee:

1. We continue to customize the website to meet Stoneybrook needs. The “Alert” banner is to be removed.

2. Clarification was made as to what signage we needed for the Clubhouse and pool.

Framed signs will be hung showing:  a) Clubhouse hours as 7:30 AM to 9:00 PM; b) Billiard table use restrictions; and c) correct pool hours of 6:15 AM to 8:00 PM.

Landscape Committee:

1. A sign will be posted on the bulletin board showing single-family homes and whether they will receive front yard bark dusting in 2008, 2009, or 2010.

2. TruGreen contract requires a correction of the customer name, a few changes, and the addition of work schedules and extra costs before it is signed by the Board.

3. Lynda is to get bark dust cost estimates for the lots to be done in 2008.

4. A back yard drainage problem is the owner’s responsibility, not the Association’s.
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Garden Committee:

1. The water has been turned on in the garden.

2. Gardeners are preparing their plots and holding work parties.

Pond Status
There are algae in the pond that must be treated.  Fountains will be returned as soon as 
the algae are treated and the water flow is functioning properly.
Pool Status
The pool and the pool room temperature is stable.  The number of visits is consistent.

Management Report (not covered under other headings)

1. Clubhouse inspection results were reported by Jon Voltz, not everyone is leaving it cleaned as per the Clubhouse Policy requirements.

2. TMG has been unable to contact Charles Burnham of Holiday Retirement who has replaced Bob Murphy.  A certified letter is to be sent to Sheryl Bauer, Holiday Retirement Inc. Executive Vice President, requesting representation on behalf of the Lodge ownership.  

3. Tile repairs will not be done at this time.

4. Fence was cleaned in 2007.

5. Expense for Reserve Study.

TruGreen Report

Jarle Stenersen reported that back flow inspections will begin next week and sprinkler systems made ready for when our rainy days depart.  TruGreen will work with the Board in verifying meters and matching to service bills we receive.

Old Business
1. Security – an ad hoc study committee will be formed when this matter is pursued.

2. A few wording changes were made before a motion by Darrel was adopted approving the Rules Enforcement and Fine Policy as changed.

3. A motion by Virginia was adopted approving the Rules and Regulations document as presented.

New Business

1. The Single-Family Activity Committee needs a committee chair.

2. An Emergency closed meeting of the Board was called to begin after adjournment of the regular meeting.  Matters to be discussed are the Association’s potential litigation regarding the pool and clubhouse and the calling of an Association meeting for discussion and comment on the findings.

3. An ad hoc committee is to be formed to investigate property management options and companies.
