STONEYBROOK VILLAGE OWNERS ASSOCIATION

Board of Directors Meeting, Tuesday, May 20, 2008

Attendance:  Board Members – Darrel Bibler, Karen Stephenson, Virginia Walter and, by conference call, Randall Corwin; TMG - Lynda DuLong and Dominica Culver; and owners – Jim & Lois Palermo, Milosh & Jeanne Popovich, Gloria Wegelt, and Ray Walter.

The regular board meeting was called to order at 9:05 AM by president, Karen Stephenson.  The minutes of April 15th were approved as published.

Owner Input:  None

Financial Report as of April 30, 2008:  Capital $36,409, Reserves $97,800, CD $84,374, and Money Market $13,425.  TruGreen invoices for March and April arrived too late for April financials report and will be shown on May financials.

Darrel asked TMG to make several adjustments so that invoices would be charged to the correct account number.  Lynda is to follow up on a Jet Heating bill dated February 2007; and, is also to provide back up for the TMG consultation charges to the Association.

Architectural Review Committee (ARC):
1. Nine ARC change request forms were processed since the last board meeting.

2. The fence enclosure in the garden for containers and equipment looks very nice and will be finished today.

3. The Lodge has moved all recycle carts into their enclosed area and the extra containers were removed.  The ALF and Lodge are working together for trash removal and the dumpster for recycled cardboard will be removed soon.

4. A request for a gate in an Association fence for disability access is being reviewed and will be prepared for Board approval.  If approved, the cost will be paid by the owner making the request.

Communications:

1. The Activity Committee for single-family homes is working together to function even though they have no chair.

2. A request was made to let residents know they would be welcome to sit and rest on front yard benches in some front yards.  It was felt that if a walker needed to rest for whatever reason, none of our residents would object if their bench or chair was used and that a list of addresses did not need to be prepared.

Clubhouse/Pool:
1. The temperature has been reset at the Clubhouse to cool only to 74 degrees.

2. Florescent lights in the bathrooms of the pool house and the sensor in the women’s bathroom of the clubhouse are not working properly.

Garden:  No report 

Landscape:

1. TruGreen will submit a bid for bark dusting planned for this year.  Darrel reported that bark dusting costs made for a savings in watering and weeding costs later.  He also reported that the TruGreen contract for 2008 was finalized.

2. A proposal to change the Tract K landscaping is being considered in order to make it more attractive and easier to maintain.  It abuts single-family owned property and this issue will be addressed before anything is done.

Board of Directors Meeting – May 20, 2008 continued
Pond Status – Pipes are reconnected.  Electrician needs to connect pumps.  A possible water leak has been found, but the actual location of the leak is not yet known.

Pool Status – Mike’s Heating submitted a contract bid for semi-annual maintenance of the HVAC system but no decision was made.  A motion by Darrel was adopted to temporarily close the spa, so that parts from it can be used to regulate the pool temperature correctly.  This appears to be the least expensive way of learning if the pool heating problem has been correctly diagnosed.

Management Report

1. The Board met with the TMG Regional Manager for contracts and invoices.

2. Vole control is being pursued.

3. Sheryl Bauer, Executive VP of Holiday Retirement has appointed Charles Burnham as agent for the Lodge.

4. Draft of the audit review was prepared by Currie McLain.

5. Ben, TMG employee, who is on site part time will be leaving soon.

Old Business

1. Search Committee Report – the committee is talking with prospective management companies.

2. Web site status – forms are available for printing.  Other changes pending.

New Business

1. Jim Palermo requested that legal papers be presented to the Association that assured the Lodge appointment has been done by owners of the facility.  He also questioned how an election for being on the Board would be handled.

2. The Board would appreciate the help of residents in informing them when areas that need attention within Stoneybrook Village are noticed.  Write down the details of your concern and your name and telephone number so you could be contacted for clarification.  Note that the message is for the Board and put it in the ARC/Communications/Board mailbox in the northwest corner of the Clubhouse.  

3. A letter from Doreene Carpenter was read commending the Board for how well the Association meeting and election were managed.  Jeanne Popovich added her appreciation for the presentation made by our attorney and the way he handled questions.
