Board of Directors Meeting, July 8, 2008

Attendance:  Board Members – Darrel Bibler, Karen Stephenson, Virginia Walter (by proxy), and Randall Corwin (by conference call); TMG – Lynda DuLong; and owners –

The regular board meeting was called to order at 9:00 AM by president, Karen Stephenson.  It was noted that Darrel Bibler would be voting Virginia Walter’s proxy.

The minutes of June 17 were accepted as amended (bold print):  
1. Financial Report under garden fence enclosure to read “expense of $1,350 had been incorrectly charged to ARC account” 

2. Pool Status to read “new pool temperature sensor and sensor board…” “The other sensor and sensor board will then be put back”  

3. Rules and Regulations was New Business, not Old Business and should read “Board will discuss Rules and Regulations addressing specific time periods, etc. allowed for those less than 21 years old when visiting…”
Owner Input

Jim Palermo asked if Charles Burnham is the registered (Secretary of State) agent for Holiday and would he have a Power of Attorney to vote on Board issues.  
He also asked if the litigation papers had been served to the defendants.
Financial Report - No Financials received from TMG for 6/30/08 in time for this meeting.  Legend Home/Matrix Development as of 6/30/08 is $1,264.10 in arrears for monthly dues, including special assessments for five (5) homes yet to be sold.  According to legal counsel there are statutory liens on these properties.

A motion by Darrel was adopted to rollover our CD for three (3) months. The current CD matures 7/30/08 at Umpqua Bank with the initial amount to rollover being $84,374.29.

Regenesis, reserve specialist, has requested information needed for the Reserve Study be provided by the Board by July 30, 2008.
Architectural Review Committee (ARC):  Jim Palermo

1. Gang-timers – to be discussed later in meeting.

2. The Fix-it committee has been organized and has four volunteers.  They will take on minor jobs for which the Association will then not need to hire contractors.

3. Irrigation – working with Stutzman to correct.

4. ARC Requests for Change have been processed for A/C, tree removal and plantings.
Communications:  Lois Palermo

1. Committee met and suggested to the Board that it might be of benefit to use the Email Directory system more frequently.  The Board will take this usage under consideration.    

2. The 2008-2009 Single-Family Directory is scheduled for September publication.
Clubhouse/Pool:  Milosh Popovich

1. Inventory has been completed.

2. Pool usage is relatively constant; temperature is okay.

3. Pool users are participating in the water testing procedure.
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4. Lynda DuLong stated the pool report shows an average temperature of 86 degrees.  She also provided a copy of the Benton County rules for pools.

Discussion was held regarding stringency of County requirements for operating a pool and the escalating costs.  Written copies of ordinances and specific requirements are needed for reference.  Budget constraints must be watched carefully for the remainder of the year.

Landscape:  Renee Senior

1. Bark dust issue needs to be addressed.  The budgeted amount for doing one-third of the single-family homes this year is inadequate due to the sky-rocketing costs of bark dust.  After discussion, the Board, because of inadequate funds, adopted a motion to not do the single-family bark dusting scheduled for this year.  An ARC form is not required if Owners spread hemlock or red fir bark dust for their own planter beds.  An ARC form approval is required for any other material.
2  The 2008 TruGreen contract includes clearance pruning of parkway trees to city 

standards.  The Board has not received the signed contract agreement from TruGreen.

3. Two water meters serve more than one owner and billing adjustments are needed.
Garden:  RobinJeanne Parks (no report)
Pond Status – Waterfall scheduled to begin operating again today.

Pool & Spa

1. Two of the HVAC sensors need replaced.
2. State certification on boilers is required and will be obtained.

Management Report
1. Ben Wells, an employee of TMG, will no longer be working at Stoneybrook and is to return all Stoneybrook keys in his possession.
2. Delinquency report – Matrix is in arrears.

3. Audit Review of 2007 was accepted.  It will be posted on the website and the Clubhouse bulletin board.

Old Business
1. Legal counsel has determined that Charles Burnham is qualified to serve on the Board as a representative for the multi-family Lodge.

2. Gang-timers were installed for Legend built homes.  The Board adopted the following motion by Darrel Bibler, “I move that owners of single-family lots may come off gang-timers for lawn irrigation at owner’s expense; with the approval of and under the control of the Architectural Review Committee with such work being done by original installer, Stutzman Services, Inc.”
The meeting was adjourned at 11:05 AM.
