Board of Directors Meeting, October 21, 2008

Financial Report (Darrel Bibler, Treasurer): 

· In correcting last month’s Financial Report, the Lodge has not paid its special legal cost assessment of $3,400 as was reported. This error was pointed out by DLS. 

· Matrix has paid its delinquent monthly assessment down to $304 past due at 90 days.

· We continue to run some excess, but no TruGreen landscape maintenance was paid for September.

· Three month CD matures November 1, 2008.

· Budget Committee met October 13, scheduled to meet on November 5, 2008

· Monthly assessments are now being collected by DLS Associates; TMG contract expires on October 24, 2008.

Architectural Review Committee (ARC):  Jim Palermo

1. The two entry monuments (Country Club & Stoneybrook and Birdsong & 49th) have been cleaned and new letters installed. Options for Birdsong & 45th monument are being studied.

2. Owner responsibility information provided by DLS has been incorporated in the ARC forms effective as of November 1, 2008.

3. 10 Requests for Change have been processed regarding painting, fences, gate, ramp, TV dish, gang-timer removal, trees and shrubs. One resident sent a thank you note.

· DLS will prepare a schedule for TruGreen incorporating landscaping requests.

New Business:

CC&R Amendment Proposal – After review of all input, a motion by Darrel was unanimously adopted to have Association members vote on the proposed amendment concerning the pond back yards. A copy of the Amendment and a ballot will be in a separate mailing to all members.
