MINUTES

STONEYBROOK VILLAGE OA BOARD MEETING, FEBRUARY 24, 2009
The meeting of the Board of Directors of Stoneybrook Villlage Owners Association was convened in the clubhouse at 9:01 am by President Darrel Bibler. Directors present included Darrel Bibler, Randall Corwin, Jonathan Hayes, and Karen Stephenson. Dave Stubbs, Willamette Community Management (formerly DLS Associates), was also present. Owners present included Jim & Lois Palermo, Dot Giorgi, RobinJeanne Parks, Barbara Rossbacher, and Virginia Walter. Others: Don Strickland, Full Spectrum Aquatics (9:25-10:15).
Announcement. Charlie Burnham will be replaced by Erick Blythe as Lodge representative after the Board has received the appropriate credentialing letter.

Visitor’s Forum. Some damage to shrubs was reported because of the December extreme cold; how will replacement be handled? Board reaffirmed homeowner’s responsibility.
Minutes. The Board approved the minutes for the January 20, 2009, Board meeting.

Financial Reports. The Board reviewed the January financial statements and the analyses provided by DLSA. Association assets were $172,466.33 cash or equivalents plus $7,198.37 prepaid assessments. $107,564.51 was allocated to Reserves and $4,598.55 remains in the litigation fund. January income was $19,849.58 and expenses were $14,083.01.
Committee Reports.

ARC. Jim Palermo described current status of applications. ARC has revised the two ARC request forms to a single form. ARC continues working on location of fence at 4950 SW Hollyhock. Jim distributed a revised ARC procedures document. Some suggestions have been proposed for memorial benches/garden; topic will be addressed after disposition of the litigation is completed.

Communications. Lois Palermo reported need for puzzle storage space. Board approved the purchase of a bookcase from activities monies. Board approved change in responsibilities and membership of Communications Committee. A revised clubhouse policy was proposed and distributed to the Board for review and evaluation.

Landscape. No report.

Garden. There are currently 13 applications for plots. 

Pool/Clubhouse. There continue to be issues with condensation, pump operation, and cost of operation.
Pond Maintenance. Don Strickland described silt and sediment situation in pond and a plan to remove the debris. Board approved the proposal to remove sediment in the amount not to exceed $12,840; temporary accounting charge to 3000 Reserves – Other (final disposition will be determined when more information is available regarding reserves and outcome of the litigation).
Pool Pump Replacement. The Board approved replacing pool circulation pump & housing, spa bubbler/jet pump & housing, and spa circulation pump housing not to exceed $2,000.
DLS Management Report. DLSA information has been covered in other discussion.

Litigation. Mediation session was held on February 23; negotiations are continuing and parties are anticipating solution within 30 days.

Other Business. Board approved a contract with Stover, Neyhart CPAs to perform the required annual financial review at the rate of $2,000 per year for an initial two-year period.
Resident request for a garage sale. The Board agreed that garage sales are not desirable and adopted the following Rule:
Garage sales within Stoneybrook Village are prohibited. However, estate or moving sales are allowed when the owner or resident is moving from the premises. The community manager must be contacted prior to scheduling the sale.
Future Board meeting dates:  Future Board meetings are normally scheduled for third Tuesdays at 9:00 a.m. in the clubhouse with Visitor Comments at the beginning of each meeting. Dates will be 3/17, 4/21, and 5/19.
