MINUTES

STONEYBROOK VILLAGE OA BOARD MEETING, MARCH 17, 2009
The meeting of the Board of Directors of Stoneybrook Villlage Owners Association was convened in the clubhouse at 9:00 a.m. by President Darrel Bibler. Directors present included Darrel Bibler, Jonathan Hayes, and Karen Stephenson. Owners present included Jim & Lois Palermo, RobinJeanne Parks, Virginia Walter, and Gloria Wegelt. Dave Stubbs, Willamette Community Management (formerly DLS Associates), was also present.
Visitor’s Forum. No issues were introduced by owners.
Minutes. The Board approved the minutes for the February 24, 2009, Board meeting.

Committee Reports.

ARC. Jim Palermo reported that there have been nine requests (8 for motion sensors & security lights) received/processed since last report.

Communications. Lois Palermo reported that the new jigsaw puzzle shelving is in place. A new clubhouse policy has been developed and proposed; announcements will be included in “Association Information” and posted on clubhouse bulletin board. The Board agreed that there is no longer a need to post a clubhouse calendar or Board meeting minutes in the clubhouse.

Landscape. The Board rejected a TruGreen proposal for fungicide and over-seeding for winter-kill of lawns. WCM will contact the City about sidewalk repair markings and action steps. TruGreen has applied crane fly and moss control in all areas. The Board re-affirmed that topiary pruning and velvet grass landscape work are the responsibility of homeowners.

Garden. RobinJeanne reported that the gardening season is underway. There will be a meeting Friday for garden plot participants. 

Pool/Clubhouse. The Board has reviewed a revised clubhouse policy which will be posted in the clubhouse for owners to review and offer comments. It is also available from WCM via e-mail to interested owners.
Contract Approvals. Board approved 2009 contracts with TruGreen for landscape maintenance and with ARMOR for custodial/maintenance services.
Reserve Fund Transfer. Board approved transfer of $4,398.19 from the general fund to reserves to reconcile 2008 reserve expenditures and allocations.
Financial Reports. The Board reviewed the February financial statements and the analyses provided by DLSA. Association assets were $166,318.77 cash or equivalents plus $3,106.19 prepaid assessments. $108,102.46 was allocated to Reserves and $4,493.60 remains in the litigation fund. February income was $19,245.55 and expenses were $21,427.90. WCM reported that the 2008 federal and state taxes have been completed and filed. Reserve accounts were reconciled for 2008. Final 2008 financial statements have been prepared.
Residency Exception Request. The Board approved the extension for three months of a previously approved temporary residency exception.

Fence Gate Exception Request. The Board approved a resolution to locate a gate in a side fence at 4950 SW Hollyhock Cir to permit motorized chair access to the backyard of the property.
DLS Management Report. In addition to information reported in other agenda items, WCM reported that new pumps have been installed in the pool/spa, the water in the plastic retainers above the spa and pool house windows have been drained, the pond silt removal has begun, fire extinguishers have been received annual servicing, and the new door entry control equipment worked correctly at the DST change.

Bench Donation. The Board accepted and expressed its gratitude for the donation of a bench from Hawthorne Management (ALF).

Litigation. No new information is available at this time.

Other Business. The Board accepted in principle revisions to the Clubhouse Policy and expressed its appreciation to the Communications Committee for their hard work. The revised policy will be posted and comments will be received until April 10. The Board will consider comments at its April 14 work session.
WCM will contact Devco Engineering about the lack of notification for the “public meeting” held Monday night, March 16, regarding the annexation of property southwest of Stoneybrook.
Future Board meeting dates:  Future Board meetings are normally scheduled for third Tuesdays of each month at 9:00 a.m. in the clubhouse with Visitor Comments at the beginning of each meeting. Dates will be 4/21, 5/19, and 6/16. Board work sessions are scheduled on 3/24, 3/31, and 4/14 in preparation for the 4/21 Board meeting.
