MINUTES

STONEYBROOK VILLAGE OA BOARD MEETING, APRIL 21, 2009
The meeting of the Board of Directors of Stoneybrook Villlage Owners Association was convened in the clubhouse at 9:00 a.m. by President Darrel Bibler. Directors present included Darrel Bibler, Erik Blythe, Jonathan Hayes, and Karen Stephenson. Owners present included Marion Hardy, Jim & Lois Palermo, RobinJeanne Parks, Barbara Rossbacher, Renee Senior, Charles Van de Wetering, and Gloria Wegelt. Dave Stubbs, Willamette Community Management, was also present.
Visitor’s Forum. No new issues were introduced by owners.

Lodge representative. Erik Blythe was introduced as the new Lodge (Holiday Retirement Corporation) Board representative.

Minutes. The Board approved the minutes, as corrected, for the March 17, 2009, Board meeting.

Committee Reports.

ARC. Jim Palermo reported that the committee is continuing to simplify the ARC process. The Board concurred with seven items that the committee recommended removing from the form submission requirements. ARC has received many comments about the front yard landscape maintenance changes and recommends re-establishing budgeted funds to perform eliminated services. Jim also reported there have been 14 ARC requests (9 for motion sensors & security lights) received/processed since last report. The Board approved Mike Propst as new ARC chairperson beginning June 1. The Fix-it Group has begun cleaning the monuments; the 45th St monument has not been finished yet. The Board approved $50 for supplies for the monument cleaning project.

Communications. Lois Palermo reported on recent social events.

Landscape. No report. Renee recommended that the Board request that the Landscape Committee provide recommendations on services to be provided in front yards and care of the common areas. Irrigation systems have been checked and all water will be activated this week.

Garden. RobinJeanne reported 12 garden plots started. 

Pool/Clubhouse. Dave Stubbs reported that the Dectron works “OK” during normal weather, but fails when weather is cold or hot or has significant swings in conditions. The Dectron system is not upgradable. Bubbler and jets are working in the spa.
DLS Management Report. In addition to information reported in other agenda items, WCM reported pond silt removal should be completed this week; pond pumps have been rebuilt and will be installed this week; the broken irrigation pipe in the pond has been repaired and repair will be billed to TruGreen. Ice maker in clubhouse kitchen has been removed.
Financial Reports. The Board reviewed the March financial statements and the analyses provided by WCM. Association assets were $165,916.96 cash or equivalents plus $6,179.28 prepaid assessments. $103,448.25 was allocated to Reserves and $3,111.58 remains in the litigation fund. March income was $19,394.65 and expenses were $13,760.23. A Certificate of Deposit at Umpqua Bank matures on May 4. The Board approved moving $50,000 from UB to the ING savings account ($25K from CD + $25K from MM).
Clubhouse Policy. The Board approved the revised Clubhouse policy. It will be distributed to all members with the end-of-April mailing.
Litigation. Renee described her experiences with prior legal action in another Association. The Board approved and has requested a legal opinion from Barker Martin on Board responsibilities regarding the process for determining disposition of settlement proceeds and facility actions in response to the settlement.
Mediation has been completed and a settlement has been arrived at; however, not all signatures have been obtained, so the results are not yet public. Results will be announced to SVOA membership when available.
Board approved hiring Larry Thornton, Fresh Aire Engineering LLC, to evaluate pool restoration project scope and costs using Western Architectural, Charter, and Forensic Building Consultants preliminary information at $100/hr up to $600.
Other Business. Owners expressed concern about parking along the curve on Hollyhock near the ALF. Since Hollyhock is a City street, the Association cannot make changes to the signage or street markings. Darrel will contact Randall about having employees park in appropriate locations.
