MINUTES

STONEYBROOK VILLAGE OA BOARD MEETING, JULY 20, 2009
The meeting of the Board of Directors of Stoneybrook Villlage Owners Association was convened in the clubhouse at 9:05 a.m. by President Darrel Bibler. Directors present included Darrel Bibler, Erik Blythe (at 9:10), Randall Corwin, Jonathan Hayes, and Karen Stephenson. Seven owners were present. Dave Stubbs, Willamette Community Management, was also present.
Owner’s Forum. An owner reported that a tree limb from lodge property blew down over the weekend; it has been cut up and stacked but not removed yet. The Lodge representative will be notified. An owner requested that the pool hours begin at 6:00 a.m.
Minutes. The Board approved the minutes for the June 15, 2009, Board meeting.
The Board thanked the members who planned and conducted the ice cream social on July 1.
Committee Reports.

ARC. Mike Propst provided a written status report. The committee has been working on the location of a donated tree in the Orchid Circle. An owner has requested information/policy for installation of a spa/hot tub.

Communications. Lois Palermo reported that there has been considerable non-clubhouse/pool parking in the clubhouse parking lot which has created issues with parking availability for scheduled events. Erik will mention the problem to lodge staff. Board approved the appointment of Susan Hayes as an additional E-mail Contacts person. Board approved changing the tentatively planned natatorium/clubhouse meetings: informational meeting on Tuesday, August 18, 7:00 p.m., and special voting meeting on Thursday, August 27, 7:00. These dates/times will be published in the next Association Information publication.

Landscape. The Board accepted Renee Senior’s resignation from the committee. The Board thanked Renee for her service to the Association. Barbara Weber has withdrawn as chairperson (but will remain on the committee). Adrienne Lawrence has volunteered to serve on the committee as chair. The Board approved the appointments. Adrienne has worked with Shonnard’s to identify an appropriate tree for Orchid Circle.

Garden. Gardens are doing very well. 

Pool/Clubhouse. Randall has delivered the bench which was donated by Stoneybrook Assisted Living.
DLS Management Report. Dave deferred to other business items.
Other Business.
Pool Security: The Board approved securing the pool and instituting use of the keypad for access to the pool beginning August 1. Management will change the access code quarterly. The Board approved revised hours of use from 6:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m.
The Board approved TruGreen proposals to camouflage the 49th & Country Club sewer covers ($675) and the electric box at the south end of water feature ($160). Funds are to come from the operating budget, landscape improvements line item. Board deferred a TruGreen proposal for replacing dead shrubs along 45th & 49th for additional information on quantity and species.
Financial Reports. The Board reviewed the June financial statements and the analyses provided by WCM. As of June 30, Association assets were $232,845.02 cash or equivalents which includes $5,859.17 prepaid assessments. $118,296.53 was allocated to Reserves and $390.00 remains in the litigation fund. June income was $19,810.21 and expenses were $13,414.31. The Treasurer also reported that all settlement funds ($63,333.76) have been received from Barker-Martin. The June 30 balance of the settlement account is $40,579.87. The Board accepted the treasurer’s reports.
WCM reported that research into funds collected from single-family residence assessments for installation of bark showed that funds collected in 2007 and 2008 had been placed in the common landscape reserves. To separate those funds, the Board approved a proposal to create a Single-Family landscaping reserve account and reallocated $4,857.54 from general landscaping reserves to the new reserve account.
WCM also reported that retained earnings from both common income and expense accounts and single-family income and expense accounts had been co-mingled in past accounting practices. To correct this problem, the Board approved a proposal to create separate retained earnings for common area and single-family accounting and to reallocate $17,497.13 representing separation for 2007 and 2008 (the only years sufficient information is available) from the combined common area retained earnings to new S-F retained earnings account.
Future Board meeting dates:
Regular Board meetings are scheduled for third Mondays of each month at 9:00 a.m. in the clubhouse with Owner Comments at the beginning of each meeting. Dates will be 8/17, 9/21, 10/19. Board work sessions are scheduled on Mondays 7/27 (cancelled), 8/3, and 8/10 and Thursday, 8/13, in preparation for the 8/17 Board meeting; they will be held at 2340 SW Peony. A special informational meeting to hear the report from the engineering consultant on the natatorium and clubhouse repairs will be held Tuesday, 8/18, at 7:00 p.m. The special membership meeting to vote on possible repair options will be Thursday, August 27, at 7:00 p.m.
