STONEYBROOK VILLAGE OA

SPECIAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING, AUGUST 27, 2009
[Note: In preparation for this special meeting the Association conducted an informational presentation on August 18, 2009, at which Larry Thornton, Engineer at Fresh Aire Engineering, and Heidi Overman, Architect at Artisan Design Works, presented the results of their study and analysis of the clubhouse and pool buildings conditions and cost estimates for repair which was directed by the membership at the June 4 special meeting. Approximately 90 people representing 63 properties attended that presentation.]

The special meeting of the members of Stoneybrook Village Owners Association was convened in the clubhouse at 7:01 pm by President Darrel Bibler. The purpose of the meeting is to determine a course of action to remediate the construction defects and other deficiencies with regard to the natatorium and clubhouse. There were 167 (of 190 valid voting units) members present in person or represented by proxy; quorum requirement of 38 was confirmed. [two additional members arrived after the quorum count] Darrel introduced Bobbi Reid, Holiday Retirement (Lodge) representative.
The President introduced Larry Thornton and Heidi Overman and opened the floor for a question and answer session to clarify any issues remaining from the information presentation.

The President described speaking rules. The Secretary described voting rules.
The President withdrew the Board’s motion presented to the membership on June 4 and entered the Board’s new motion to vote on a measure to either repair both the clubhouse and natatorium or to repair only the clubhouse and demolish the natatorium:


The President opened the floor for discussion.

Richard Parks moved to amend part one to read “… approve a Special Assessment not to exceed $2,050 per voting/assessment unit. The initial amount of $800 to be assessed at start of project preparatory work and final balance to be determined and assessed, as required, after open bidding has been completed.” Amendment passed 119 to 43.
Option #1 as amended was approved by a vote of 98 to 67.
Meeting adjourned at 8:50 pm.
