MINUTES

STONEYBROOK VILLAGE OA BOARD MEETING, SEPTEMBER 21, 2009
The meeting of the Board of Directors of Stoneybrook Village Owners Association was convened in the clubhouse at 9:01 a.m. by President Darrel Bibler. Directors present included Darrel Bibler, Jonathan Hayes and Karen Stephenson. Marc Manna was representing Holiday Retirement (for Bobbi Reid). Nine owners were present. Dave Stubbs, Willamette Community Management, was also present. 
Owner’s Forum. An owner asked about status of the park strip maintenance of the RS-12 along Birdsong. Another owner suggested the Board adopt a conflict of interest policy. An owner has observed that a guest has the pool access code and enters the pool independently. Two owners expressed concern about the front yard landscape maintenance.
Minutes. The Board approved the minutes for the Board meeting and following emergency meeting on August 17, 2009. The Board also approved the minutes for the August 27, 2009, special membership meeting regarding the clubhouse and natatorium restoration decision. The Board again thanked all the people that helped make the special meeting run so very smoothly (room setup, registration, vote tallying, cleanup).
Committee Reports.

ARC. Jim Palermo reported for the ARC. The ARC has been considering a hot tub/spa policy and has found an inconsistency within City policy which the City is reviewing.

Communications. Lois Palermo reported that the committee has adopted a new notice for informing residents about WCM; they will develop a reminder for distribution about the damage to clubhouse decorations; they will put an announcement in the next mailing about elections and volunteering/nominating members for projected vacant Board positions. The committee recommended, because of the damaged decorations, that a clubhouse committee be formed and that the Clubhouse be checked after every use. Some members of the Activity Group indicating a willingness to help.

Landscape. Adrienne Lawrence will be meeting with the landscapers again soon. Please notify her about topics that need to be discussed with the landscapers.

Garden. RobinJeanne Parks reported that the gardens look great; no complaints; lots of community participation. 

Pool/Clubhouse. The new pool policy will be considered under ‘other business’.
WCM Management Report. The City Urban Forester has inspected areas covered by a landscape installation and maintenance bond that is to expire soon. Six trees along the walking path between Birdsong and Hollyhock are either dead or an improper species and need to be replaced. Also, there are a couple of dead trees in the park strip along the north side of Birdsong. The City will notify the developer. Also, the shrubs at 49th and Country Club to hide the sewer covers are being planted.
Other Business.
Building Restoration Project Support Committee. The Board appointed Barbara Bowns (chair), Walt Derlacki, Chuck Frank, Richard Parks, and Karen Stephenson (Board representative) as members of the Committee. The Committee will report to and assist the Board in watching over the clubhouse/natatorium construction project.
Building Restoration Project Managers. The Board will invite a proposal from Fresh Aire Engineering (Larry Thornton) and Artisan Design Works (Heidi Overman) to be project managers and develop construction documents for the restoration project.

Pool/Spa Policy. The Board approved the new Pool/Spa policy with some minor wording clarifications offered by the membership.
2010 Budget process. The Board requested committees to submit budget requests by October 7. Community members should also provide suggestions as appropriate.

Board vacancies. There will be two Board vacancies. Submit nominations or personal interest to the community manager or a Board member.
Financial Reports. The Board reviewed the August financial statements and the analyses provided by WCM. As of August 31, Association assets were $235,634.51 cash or equivalents which includes $7,880.11 prepaid assessments. $121,488.05 was allocated to Reserves, and $40,185.12 remains in the settlement fund. August income was $19,041.86 and expenses were $21,949.54. The Board accepted the treasurer’s report.
The Board approved payment of $1,493 for renewing Director & Officer insurance.

The Board approved a series of new accounts (372x) to be established to account for transactions for the building restoration project. Funds from the settlement account and applicable reserve accounts will be transferred to the restoration accounts. Total funds available for transfer today are $55,337.93.
Future Board meeting dates:
Regular Board meetings are scheduled for third Mondays of each month at 9:00 a.m. in the clubhouse with Owner Comments at the beginning of each meeting. Dates will be 10/19, 11/16, 12/14. (12/21 was changed to 12/14 because of the winter holiday schedule conflicts) The Annual Meeting will be Tuesday, 12/8, 7:00 p.m. Board work sessions are scheduled at 10:00 a.m. on Mondays 9/28, 10/5, and 10/12 in preparation for the 10/19 Board meeting; they will be held at the clubhouse.
