STONEYBROOK VILLAGE OWNERS’ ASSOCIATION

Board of Directors’ Meeting, Tuesday, September 11, 2007


Board Members Present:  Darrel Bibler, Karen Stephenson, Virginia Walter

Attendees:  Fred Backhaus, Jim & Sammi Lehmann, Lynn Nordhausen, Jim & Lois Palermo, Milosh & Jeanne Popovich, Renee Senior, Ray Walter and Gloria Wegelt.

I. Call to Order:  The regular board meeting was called to order at 9:03 AM by president, Karen Stephenson.
II. Minutes of the regular board meeting of August 21, 2007 were accepted as printed.

III. Attendee Input:  

A. Jim Palermo stated there are pool chemicals sitting outside the pool.  Response – the Board will request their removal.

B. Renee Senior stated some cars are parked in front of the Clubhouse 24 hours per day. Response – communication chair will request assistance of Lodge managers to resolve.  Jim Palermo brought up issue of illegal parking in bicycle lanes on Birdsong. Response – issue will be brought to the attention of residents.

C. Fred Backkhaus – inquired about fines for CC&R violations, parkway trees in front of single-family homes, and “Hold Harmless” agreement.  Response – to be addressed later in the meeting; or, if not, will be tabled at this time.
IV.  Treasurer’s report:  Financials of 8/31/07 were reviewed and accepted.

Audit of 2006 accepted with qualification that submitted financial data was submitted by a previous board, not the current board.  2006 income tax of $14 paid to IRS on interest earned.  CD matures 10/22/07 and Board will decide disposition of C.D.  On behalf of the Board, thanks were extended to Jim Lehmann for his budget and finance work.
V. Committee Reports - The following reports were accepted:

A. ARC – The Board approved the appointment of Mike Propst and Warren Sahnow to the ARC.  Forms for both major and minor change requests are in the Clubhouse above the ARC mailbox.  The former Declarant has claimed Declarant Rights for fences/screens in the final development area.  These will be grandfathered as special cases and will not change the Stoneybrook Village standards for the future. Recent ARC approvals included a tree planting, installation of screen doors and addition of a plastic storage unit.

B. Communications – meetings with ALF and Lodge management are in process.  Individuals are being asked to be in charge of specific committee functions and will be members of the committee.  The treasurer said Board consensus approval was given for purchase of two bookcases for the library as they are currently on sale.
C. Landscaping affirmed that the Landscape Policy states that whatever services are called for in the present year’s contract is what the Policy covers.  The Board will discuss, in a work session, two questions asked by the chair.  
1) Should clearance pruning of street  trees adjacent to single-family lots be included in the contract with the understanding that this would not include any tree services other than the tree pruning needed to meet Corvallis Municipal Code?

2) Should landscape maintenance, not provided for by the CC&Rs or Board action, 
be discontinued? 
Committee Reports continued
D. Garden Committee – “Customs and Procedures” form was presented for approval.
A motion by Darrel Bibler was adopted to delete the “Hold Harmless” form from the garden committee submission and from general use in Stoneybrook at this time.

A motion by Virginia Walter, amended by Darrel Bibler, was adopted to accept the Stoneybrook Village garden committee document after the following changes are made:

1) Document to be called “Stoneybrook Village Owners Association, Community Garden Policy” (deleting Customs and Procedures), and 
2) removal of item 2e. dealing with the above mentioned Release Form.
E. Clubhouse Policy - Virginia Walter and Lynn Nordhausen will have a work session on September 19, with the goal of arriving at final wording for the Clubhouse Policy as it is to be submitted to the Board for approval.

VI. Non-compliance discussion – regarded TMG’s “Violations Inspection Report” and terminology used and how violations would be handled.  The Board will continue their discussion on how to treat all members with the same standards.  The term violation could be used for all CC&R deviations while compliance and non-compliance would be used only by or at the direction of ARC.  Clarification is required of what constitutes a violation, who reports it, how and when penalties are applied, and what steps are followed for resolution. 
VII. Part-time worker – It was agreed that if a person is hired to be on the premises part-time he would be an employee of our property management company, TMG; but, the Board would define the duties and responsibilities of the position.

VIII. Pool and pond clean-up status.  The pool temperatures have been stabilized at 86 degrees for the pool and 100 degrees for the spa.  The pond priority is algae removal.  Two new fountains have been ordered.  No decision was made in regard to having an owners’ informational meeting.

IX.   Other issues:


A. Clubhouse/pool house investigation – no report

B. Association calendar and scheduling was discussed.


C. Clubhouse/pool house security system, smoke alarms, and testing of emergency pull cords need to be followed up on.

D. Multi-family representation – no report


E. Lodge sponsored swimming pool groups may be attended by single-family home residents.  Karen Stephenson has been in conversation with Regional Manager of Holiday Retirement, Bob Murphy, who provides management for the Lodge.
